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Carbon Park Avenue boom

Earlier this year Oyster approached Seldén with a request from an owner who 
wanted his new Oyster 54 to have an easier and more attractive method of  
stowing the slab reefed mainsail. 

The answer to this was a Park Avenue boom. 
When the sail is lowered between lazy jacks 
fastened to the outside of the wings, the 
sail sits on top of the boom so it does not 
need to be re-flaked. The sail cover is then 
attached by zips that are recessed in to the 
edges of the wings. 
 

This type of boom is based on a standard BC244 or BC303 section and wings 
are bonded to both sides. These are made of foam with internal bulkheads to 
give shape and strength. A layer of carbon is then laminated all the way round the 
boom and finally it is filled, faired and painted. Seldén Park Avenue booms can 
be fitted with a Single line reef system and boom lights.

The team made the decision to switch to the  
new Seldén ALTO mast section with the expectation of light winds and chop. Alto

changed to laminate mainsails and Seldén delivered with the Alto section. It is 
just slightly stiffer, both fore and aft, than the Cumulus. This gives us more rig 
control and power generation”.
